The purposes of the research were to study administrative efficiency in according
with school administration standards by vthe opinions of persons in the schools under the
Jurisdiction of the office of Saraburi Provincial Primary Education, and 1o compare the
opinions about administrative efficiency in according with school administration standards
between the opinions of administrators and teachers, and 1o compare the opinions about
administrative efficiency between the opinions of persons in the schools  which are
operating 2 educational levels and 3 educational levels. The samples were 497 persons by
simple random sampling. The questionairs was designed by the reseacher comprise of
checklist and rating scale items of administrative efficiency in according with 5 school
administration standard ; 1) using plan as the management tool, 2) supporting personnel
development, 3) conducting activities to support learning and teaching, 4) coordinating the
participation for school development, and 5) systematic performance evaluating. The
statistical analysis include the frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviations and t-test.
The results of the research were as follows :

1. Administrative efficiency in according with school administration  standards by
the opinions of persons were at more level for 3 standards which was the first, the
second, and the third standard, and at middle leve] for 2 standards which was the fourth
and the fifth standard.

2. Administrative efficiency in according with school administration standards by
the opinions of administrators and teachers were significant difference at .05 level.

3. Administrative efficiency in according with school administration standards by
the opinions of persons in the schools which are operating 2 educational levels and 3

educational levels were significant difference at .05 level.
