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The purposes of this study were 1) to study roles in managing community development
activities of secondary schools under the jurisdiction of General Education in Angthong
Province as perceived by teachers and community leaders. 2) To compare roles in managing
community development activities of secondary schools under the jurisdiction of General
Education in Angthong province as perceived by teachers and community leaders. 3) To study
needs in managing community development activities of secondary schools under the jurisdiction
of General Education in Angthong Province as perceived by teachers and community leaders.
The research samples were consisted of 232 teachers, most of them were female, aging between
41 - 50 years, holding Bachelor's degree, and working in the teacher, g™ position and 97
community leaders, most of them were male, aging between 41 - 50 years, with lower than B.A.
educational background. Most of the community leaders were members of County Management
Organization. The research was conducted by using questionnaires designed by the researcher.
All of the samples (329 persons — 100 %) sent the questionaires back to the researcher. Data
were analyzed by using percentage, means, standard deviations, and t-test.

The results were as follows :

The research finding indicated that the teachers perceived that their schools solely
focused on holding democratic government support activity while nearly neglected activities
about economic development, health, physical science, arts & culture conservation, natural
resources and environment reservation and community education services. Meanwhile, the
community leaders perceived that the schools mainly emphasized on democratic government
support activity while the remaining activities were scarcely held. Only 2 activities, namely
economic development and democratic government support activity, were significantly different

at the .05. Both respondent groups reportedly showed that they needed the school to hold these




activities : providing education scholarship for students, managing sports programs, community’ s
custom relating activities, planting in public places, demonstrating election process, and holding
academic exhibition in the community.
Suggestion :

The schools should regulate any policies to clearly plan future activity projects. The
schools executives, members of the organization boards, and community leaders should
participate in planning and regulating details before managing any community development

activities to make them more effective when being in process.
