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The purpose of this research was to study the procedures and the problems of educational
quality assurance and to compare the procedures carried out by different primary schools under the
jurisdiction of the office of prov1:ncial primary education in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya. The sample
group of the study was composed of 203 primary schools of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya education
commission. The questioner was used to collect data. The percentages and the values of means and
standard deviation were then computed from the data. The F — test was used to test the statistical
hypotheses , and the level of significance was set at .05.

The result of the research were as follows :

1. The levels of action in educational quality assurance of primary schools were high in
all the three dimensions : outputs , process , and inputs.

2. The level of actions in educational quality assurance of the large sized schools were
significantly different from the medium and small sized ones.

3. The problems of educational quality assurance of the primary schools, for each
dimension were as follows :

3.1 Out put dimension (students quality) : students” abilities to seek knowledge, and
to use technology were insufficient ;
3.2 Process dimension (instructional system and school administration) :

3.2.1 The instructional system was not relevant to the curriculum did not serve
the needs of students and local community, and failed to help students seek knowledge by
themselves;

3.2.2 The school administration on lacked systematic evaluation, and staff
development.

3.3 Input dimension (materials and hardware) : There were lacks in budget,
computer operation rooms and hardware for practicing activities.

Furthermore, it was found that the educational quality assurance of the primary schools

lacked the supporting budget and the understandings from the local community.
