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This research was aiming to studying and comparing the implementation of quality
assurance in education according to ISO 9002 requirements for secondary schools under The
Jurisdiction of The General Education Department, Educational Region 6. The population group
was all secondary schools under The Jurisdiction of The General Education Department,
Educational Region 6. The population was divided into 3 groups by sizes as follows; small,
medium and large schools. The sample groups were selected by Stratified Random Sampling
Technique. The sample size of each group was determined by using Krejcie and Morgan’s table.

The questionnaires for school’s implementation of quality assurance in education
according to ISO 9002 requirements were used as research tool for this purpose. The F-test was
used in data analysis. In case that the F-ratio was found significant, the Games-Howell’s test was

conducted to test the difference between group means.

This research findings revealed that;

1. The implementation of quality assurance in education in the three different-sized
secondary schools, Region 6 was conforming to ISO 9002 requirements.

2. The implementation of quality assurance in education in the schools of each size

was not statistically different.
