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The purposes of this research were to study time management for operating of school
administrative standard of school Administrators under the jurisdiction of the Offices of Provincial
Primary Education in Educational Region 6 and to compare time management between school
Administrators who are operating two educational levels and three educational levels, and between
the ordinary schools and the outstanding schools. The samples of the research were 333 primary
school administrators who are working in academic year 2543. The questionnaire was designed by the
researcher comprise of checklist and rating scale items of time management for operating of 5 areas
of the standard ; 1) Using plan as the management tool, 2) Supporting personnel development,
3) conducting activities to support learning and teaching, 4) coordinating the participation for school
development, and 5) systematic performance evaluating, and include the items of time management
activities and time management techniques. The statistical analysis include the percentage, mean,
standard deviation, Z-test and t-test. The results of the research were as follows:

1. The school administrators spent most time of week to operating the third standard. The
school administrators manage the time at more level for 3 standards which was the second, the third
and the fifth standard. They conducted the time management activities and time management
techniques in more time.

2. Time management of the school administrators who are operating two educational
levels and three educational levels were significant difference at .05 level in areas of the first and the
fifth standard, but there were no significant difference in area of the second, the third and the fourth.
Time management according time management activities was no significant difference, but time
management according time management techniques was significant difference.

3. Time management of the school administrators who are operating the ordinary schools
and the outstanding schools were significant difference at 05 level in all standards. Time

management according time management activities and techniques were significant difference.
