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The purpose of this rescarch was to study and compare administrators™ and teachers’
points of view loward primary scheol admninistrator’'s compelency under the jurisdiction of
Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Provincial Primary Education Office, The population consisted of 391
administratiors and 3,688 teachers in academic ycar 2001. The sample comprised 547 people:
196 administrators and 35! teachers by using simple random sampling. The data were analized by
SPSS for windows -Program. The tools for this study were questionnaire. The statistics and
parameter used are frequency, percentage, means, standard diviation and t-test.

The results of this research were as followed :

1. The administrators’ and the teachers’ points of view toward the administrator’s
competeney in the primary schools under the jurisdiction of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Provincial
Primary Education Office in 3 aspeets were in high level. The aspeets concluded the competency
of 1) the school management in personnel budget and general management, 2) the academic
management in curiculum development, qualities of Ieaming and student activities, 3) the public
coorperation management.

2, The comparing of the administrator’s and teachers’ points of view in the threc
aspects were not different at the statistical significant of 0.05. But, when studying the three aspects
saperatcly, it was found that the adminisirators’ and teachers’ points of view toward
administrators' competeney were different at the statistical significant of 0,05 in 4 items : [} the
justice in personnel management, 2) the filing of the educational information system management
totally, correctly and presently, 3) the management of the school curriculum concerning life
quality development of students and comnunity, 4) the use of school resources for the utility of

the public education efficiently.
