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The purposes of this research were to study the teachers’ role, the problems of the
teachers’ role and to compare the problems of the teachers’ role in Learner - Centered Teaching
and Learning in the schools under the Jurisdiction of the Department of Gencral Education in
Angthong.

The sample used in this research were 171 teachers who teach Thai, Mathematics,
Science, Social Science, Religion and Culture. The instruments in collecting the data were
questionnaires, The data were analysed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, one-way
analysis of variance. The difference of means was tested in pairs by Scheffe’s and
Gamcs-Howell’s Multiple Comparison test.

The findings of this research were as follows :

. The teachers had roles in learner - centered teaching and leaming approach as a
wholc aud in each step in high level in the following order : practising proccdure, preparing
procedure and evahating procedure.

2. The teachers had problems about the roles in learner - centered teaching and
learning as a whole and in each step in average level in the following order : problems in
preparing procedure, problems in practising procedure and problems in evaluating procedure.

3. The teachers in fundamental subject group had roles in learner - centered tcaching
and learning approach as a whole with statistical significant diffcrence at the level of .05, When
considering cach step, it was found that the teachers’ roles in practising procedure were not
different at the statistical significance of .05.

4. The teachers in fundamental subject group had problems with the roles in learner -
eentered teaching and learning as 2 whole at the statistical significant difference of .05. When
considering each step, it was found that they had problems about the role in evaluation procedure

at the statistical significant difference of .05.
