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This research aims to study and compare teachers’ attitudes towards quality assurance
in secondary schools under the jurisdiction of the Department of General Education in Angthong.
The samples derived, which were based on Krejcie and Morgan’s Table, were 234 teachers with
different educational backgrounds, experiences, and duties from schools in Angthong. The research
instrument was a set of 5 - point rating scale questionnaire which yielded an internal consistency
coefficient of .92. The data were analysed in terms of frequency', percentage , mean , standard
deviation , t-test , and F-test. Post hoc analysis based on the Games-Howell test was also used.
The statistical significant level was set at .05.

The findings reveal :

1. Teachers in secondary schools under the jurisdiction of the Department of General
Education in Angthong have a highly positive attitude towards quality assurance.

2. Teachers with different educational backgrounds have different attitudes towards quality
assurance with statistical significance at .05. Teachers holding Bachelor Degrees and higher have

more positive attitude towards quality assurance than those holding Bachelor Degrees and lower.

. 3. Teachers with different experiences do not have different attitudes towards quality

assurance with statistical significance at .05. Teachers with 1 — 10 years of experience have a more

positive attitude towards quality assurance than those whose experience is between 11 — 20 years
and more.

4. Teachers with different duties have a different attitude towards quality assurance
with statistical significance at .05. Administrators have a more positive attitude towards quality

assurance than teachers whether or not they are responsible for the work on quality assurance.
