Schoel adminisuators should adjust their perspectives on operating the Health
Promoting Schools. The Health Promoting School operational hamdbook should be studied for an
msight and the guidelines should be associated with the educational system,

3.2. School adminisirators should declare the ntention of operating the Health
Promoting Schools.

3.3, School administrators should create understanding and awarencss among
related partics for the importance of operating the Health Promoting Schools, This should allow
voal to ke shared, resulting in cooperation.

3.4, School admimstrators should provide training and promoting cducation, as
well as raising understanding to creale awareness and realisation of the importance of operating
the Health Promoting Schools to the academic stalf and among the Health Promoting School
committee, The development should be done by taking the commuttee for ofticial trips at schools
which are succeeded in Health Prommoting project.

3.5. School administrators should encourage communitics to participate in the
operation for the benefit of both the schools and the communities,

3.6. School administrators should advise and provide guidelines for the personnel,
allowing them to understand, be able to carry oul the policy regarding the health-promoting
school operation, and coordinate the operation with educational standards. .

3.7. School administrators should conduct the follow-up to encourage the ilcalth
Promoting School committee to perform their roles and attend the mectings continnously.

3.8. School administrators should establish the public relation systems both inside
and ontside the schools to allow cooperation and external examination from the outsiders. This is
because different parties are involved in the Health Promoting School operation,

3.9. S.chool adminsstrators should undertake cvaluations on a regular basis 10 allow
the mcompleteness to be identified, as well as the performance to be measured. The evaluation

results are then to be applied for a continuous improvement of the operation,
