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The purposes of this research were study and compare the factors impacted on the
implementation of educational quality assurance of schools under the primary Education office in
Ang Thong Province according to the standards of the Educational Technique Department. The
sample comprised 111 administrators by stratified Random Sampling. The instrument for
collecting the data was questionaires. The statistical analysis consisted of Mean (X), Standard
Deviation (S.D.) with one way analysis of variance and t—test.

The findings were as fellows :

1. The administrators thought that the factors impacted on the implementation of
educational quality assurance were in the high level with the statistical significance of .05
according to the fellowing standards : 1) The seventh standard, administrators have knowledge
and capacity, leadership, relationship and vision in educational management; 2) The fifth
standard, there are enough buildings and school facilities; 3) The first standard, the school uses
planning for effective administration; 4) The third standard, the school collaborates with all
departments for schools development; 5) The second standard, the school encouraged the
personnel for their confidence in developing; 6) The sixth standard, there are enough materials,
and media; 7) The fourth standard, the school assesses the operation systematically; and 8) The
eighth standard, the teachers have knowledge and proficiency in teaching and learning management.

2. By comparing the opinions to the factors impacted on the implementation of
educational quality assurance according to school sizes, it was found that the administrators in
middle sized schools had opinions to the factors on educational quality assurance more than big
and small sized schools. It was also found that the administrators with different experience and
education levels did not have any different opinions towards the standard factors on educational

quality assurance.
