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The purposes of this research were to compare learning achievement of the
higher vocational diploma students between those who are taught by constructivist and
conventional methods. It also aimed to collect opinions from both experimental and control
groups, towards learning and teaching activities. The samples were 60 sophomores of the
higher vocational diploma students who were studying in the first semester, academic year
2003 at Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Huntra Campus. Two groups : experimental and control
groups, with 30 persons each, were derived from using random sampling. The experimental
group was taught by constructivist method, while the control group was taught by conventional
method. The research design was randomized control group pretest — posttest. The data were
analyzed by arithmetic mean, standard deviation and t-— test.

The research findings were as follows :

1. The comparison of learning achievement of the higher vocational diploma students
between those who were taught by constructivist and conventional methods was found statistically
significant different at .05. The learning achievement from the group taught by constructivist
method was higher than the group taught by conventional method.

2. Those who were taught by constructivist method preferred this instructional method
at a high level, while those who were taught by conventional method preferred this instructional

method at a moderate level.
