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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study is to investigate the academic administration of school
administrators under the Offices of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Area, Zone 1 and 2. It
also aims to examine the relationship between status and academic administration behaviors of
school administrators under the Offices of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Area, Zone 1
and 2. The sample groups were 176 school administrators. Questionnaires were used to collect the
data. Statistical analysis was performed in terms of frequency, percentage, and the Chi-square.
The research results were as follows:

1. Most of the school administrators followed the academic administration for 4
aspects : curriculum, learning process, evaluation, and quality assurance.

2. Different experiences in academic administration, different educational backgrounds,
and working in different sizes of schools of the school administrators, did not relate to academic

administration behaviors with a statistical significance value at 0.05.
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
