ABSTRACT

The research aims to study the relationship between school administrators ’s behavior
and school atmosphere in primary schools under the Offices of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya
Educational Service Area 1 and 2. The samples comprised 194 school administrators. The
research instrument for data collection was a statistical analysis, was performed in terms of mean,
standard deviation, and corrclation coefficient.

The findings indicated that;

1. The administrators’ leadership was found at a high level. Where the administrators ’s
behavior was considered individually, it was found that friendship and activity were at a high
level.

2. School atmosphere as viewed by most school administrators was found widely
opened.

3. The relationship between school administrators 's behaviors and school atmosphere
was revealed at a moderate level with statistical significance at 0.05. The two aspects of school

administrators ’s behavior explain the variation of school atmosphere at 16.60 %.
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
