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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this survey were to investigate and compare the actual and suitable
activity arrangement that promoted morality and ethics. The sample drawn from stratified random
sampling consisted of 349 prathomsuksa six students in elementary schools under the Office of
Angthong Educational Service Area. The variables included the actual activity that promoted
morality and ethics, and the suitable activity arrangement that promoted morality and ethics. The
research instrument was a questionnaire containing ten areas of morality and ethics for the
following :

1. Be loyal to their country, religion, and the king

2. Respect and conserve the cultures

3. Obey their parents, guardians and teachers

4. Be polite

5. Be grateful and respect the elders
6. Be disciplinary and keep clean

7. Be patient and diligent

8. Know how to spend and save
9. Be honest
10. Help others and take care of public belongings
Statistical analysis was performed in terms of percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation and t-test.

The results were the followings :



1. The actual and suitable activity arrangement that promoted morality and ethics was
found at a high level.

2. The actual and suitable activity arrangement that promoted morality and ethics was
viewed differently with a statistical significance at 0.01 when it was analysed as a whole. The

suitable activity arrangement was found higher than the actual activity arrangement.
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
