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This research aimed to examine the suitability and the feasibility of the educational
quality assurance development guidelines of the schools that were considered qualified according
to the first external quality assessment under Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Service Area,
Area 1 and 2. The research population consisted of 2 groups : 1) 17 experts in educational quality
assurance lo consider the suitability; and 2) 140 administrators of the schools that were
considered qualified according to the first external quality assessment to consider the feasibility.
The research instrument was a five point-rating scale questionnaire, Statistical analysis was
performed in terms of median, IQR, mean, and standard devialion.

The findings indicated the followings:

1. According to the opinions of 17 experts, the educational quality assurance
development guidelines of the schools, that were considered qualified according to the first
external quality assessment, were suitable in all 8 aspects, 50 items. They included
1) administration and information technology systems; 2) educational quality improvement;
3) designing of the educational quality development plan; 4) operaling in accordance with the
educational quality development plan; 3) internal quality audit; 6) educational quality assessment;
7) educational quality annual report; and 8) maintaining of the educational quality assurance
system.

2. According to 140 administrators of the schools that were considered qualified
according to the first external quality assessment, the educational quality assurance development
puidelines were feasible in all § aspects, 49 items, except for maintaining of the educational
quality assurance system in terms of tasks, activities and projects devclopment carried out with
continuous effectiveness, which was considered by the school administrators as infeasible in

practice.




3. The educational quality assurance development guidelines of the schools, that were
considered qualified according to the first extemal quality evaluation, included 8 aspects,

49 items.
