ABSTRACT

This research aims to examine the states and problems found from the operation based on
the standard of special education in schools under the offices of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya
Educational Area 1 and 2. The sample group consisted of 159 schools under the offices of
Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Area 1 and 2. The research instrument was a
questionnaire. Statistical analysis was performad in terms of frequency and percentage. The
findings were as follows :

1. The states of the operation based on the standard of special education in schools
under the Offices of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Area 1 and 2, indicated that most
schools carried out both educating and management processes. In terms of the educating process,
the tasks undertaken the most involved educational activities, instruction promoting cooperative
learning, actual evaluation and analysis to develop individual students, and individual student
development planning by producing individual education planning. Promoting cooperating
atmosphere was carried out the least. The management tasks undertaken the most included
promoting personnel’s morale in special education, arranging activities promoting the potential
of students with special needs in cooperative learning, and encouraging special education teachers
to use research methodology to develop a suitable learning process for learners. However,
providing special education facilities was carried out the least.

2. The problems found from the operation based on the standard of special education
in schools under the Offices of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Area 1 and 2, indicated
that most schools faced problems in both educating and management processes. The problems

in the educating process faced the most involved individual student development planning by
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producing individual education planning, organizing teaching and learning activities that

promote cooperative learning, and arranging preparation activities or rehabilitation for students’

cooperative learning. The problems faced the least involved providing activities promoting the

potential of individual students. The problems faced the most in the management involved
encouraging special education teachers to use research methodology to develop a suitable

learning for learners, promoting activities developing special education teachers, and promoting
facilities.
