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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to evaluate the curriculum for the Thai Language Skills for
Career, in six aspects: context, inputs, process, products, outputs on students, and outcomes. The
sources of data were derived from administrators, instructors, supervisors in factories, current and
graduated students working in factories. The data were gathered by questionnaires and were
analyzed by statistical percentages, means, medians, standard deviation, interquatile range and t —
test. '

The results were as follows:

1. The context revealed that the objectives of the course accorded with the intention
of Thai National Education Act B.E. 1999 and the content of the course was in accordance
with the current problems in Thai usage of Thai youngsters.

2. It was revealed from the inputs that the ratio of instructors and students in the
curriculum were not in accordance with the current condition. On the other hand, the
qualifications of the instructors were suitable and in accordance with the curricula criterion. The
objectives of the course agree with the curriculum objectives, and teaching aids provided were
modern, adeguate and sufficient.

3. The process revealed that teaching and learning activities agreed with the objectives
of the course. The enhanced activities used in the course corresponded to the students’need, and
the teaching supervising was appropriate and sufficient.

4. It was revealed from the products that the instructors’ academic works in the last
two years were less than the criterion, and the students’ academic works rewarded in the last two

years were also less than the criterion.



5. The outputs of the students revealed that the learning achievement of this course
was the fair level, but the students’ attitudes toward the course was at the high level.

6. The outcomes revealed that the graduated students had a chance of using Thai skills
during working lower than the criterion, and attitudes of supervisors toward Thai skill

competency of the graduated students during working was also lower than the criterion.
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
