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ABSTRACT

This is a descriptive thesis. The objective of this thesis is to study the causes and the
system and the results of being a minor level drug dealer which is a young offender in youth
custody in Kamphaengphet. The sample group is the young criminals who are small amount
amphetamine dealers. They are sentenced by the court for possessing amphetamines for selling.
They are 20 young criminals from the youth custody in Kamphaengphet. This sample group is
selected from the perfect information giver. The tools for this research are intensive interviews
and descriptive information presentation. The results of this research are;

1. The cause of being the minor level amphetamine dealers is from the distant
relationship between the dealers and their parents. Their parents do not spend enough time and
do not pay enough attention with these young criminals. The relationship of these dealers with
their relatives is better than with their parents. Having bad family relationship is the factor of
having motivation to relate with drug dealing. The other supporting factors for relating with drug
are personal media and public media. Particular media is the weakest factor. These young
criminals have got very small knowledge about Law against Amphetamine. They also do not
believe in the efficiency of the amphetamine suppression system.

2. The process of becoming the amphetamine small amount dealers starts with getto
know this kind of drug. Such as their schools or communities receive the amphetamine
information from personal media, public media or particular media. The drug dealer behavior has
started by getting to know people who are related with amphetamine, amphetamine, try
amphetamine, get addicted and finally become the small amount amphetamine dealers. The

targets of these dealers are labors, students. Places for doing drugs dealing are home, school, and




pub. They hide the amphetamine outside their shelters, in the invented secret place in their places
or hind it in the public places by having marks at the places.

3. The results for being the small amount amphetamine dealers are the social
reaction. It is the reaction between the dealers and people around them. People are conceive the
dealers, the parents and relatives of the dealers do not trust them and stop them doing drug
dealing. The dealers become more paranoid. The legal result is being sentenced to be in the youth
custody for at least 2 years and at most 13 years. Most of the young criminals have got sentenced

to be in the youth custody for 5-8 years.
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
