ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were fourfold :

(1) To develop a computer-assisted instructional program suitable for sixth grade English
students focusing upon Wh-Question Words in common use in the tourist industry in Phranakhon
Si Ayutthaya.

(2) To study the effectiveness of the computer-assisted instructional program.

(3) To compare learning achievement of the students taught by the computer-assisted
instructional program with that of students taught by the traditional approach.

(4) To study student feedback on their use of the computer-assisted instructional
program. The instruments used for gathering data were: 1) computer-assisted instructional
program Wh-Question Words, 2) an achievement test for CAI and traditional method 3)
questionnaire for CAI students, and 4) lesson plans for both methods. The statistical analysis
percentage, was performed in terms of arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The computer-assisted instructional program as developed for this project showed an
efficiency of 90.55/88.50 which was higher than the stated criterion.

2. The leaming achievement scores of students taught by the computer-assisted
instructional program were higher than those taught by the traditional approach with a statistical
significance level at .01

3. The students indicated complete satisfaction with the four aspects of the computer-
assisted instructional program, namely the arrangement of activities, learning atmosphere, time

frame for learning, and evaluation of the learning process.
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
