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ABSTRACT

The proposes of this research were to : 1) study students’ behavior on the atmosphere
and the environment management in schools, 2) investigate the students’ satisfaction levels on
atmosphere and environment management in schools, 3) compare the students’ satisfaction levels
toward atmosphere and environment management in the schools classified by personal factors,
and 4) compare the students’ satisfaction levels on atmosphere and environment management in
the schools classified by the students’ behaviors. Sampling technique was implemented using 400
students in levels 3 and 4 at 7 schools under the office of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational
Service Area 2. Data collection was performed using a questionnaire. Statistical analysis was
employed using frequency, t-test, F-test and LSD.

The results are indicated as follows:

1. Most students dealt with the atmosphere and the environment in schools properly
according to the schools’ rules with disciplines, responsibility, and diligence. They spent their
free time in searching for more knowledge, attending all activities, and were capable in solving
problem intellectually and sometimes using local knowledge in doing the project work.

2. The moderate levels were found in students’ satisfaction towards the atmosphere and
environment in schools on facilities, environment inside and outside the classrooms, academic
management, and management on relationship between the schools and communities.

3. The level of the students’ satisfaction toward atmosphere and environment
management in school, categorized by their personal factors, showed that differences in the
students’ classes and schools affected differences in the students’ satisfaction toward atmosphere
and environment management in schools. Differences in their ages affected differences in their
satisfaction toward facilities, the environment inside and outside the classrooms and the academic

management.




4. The levels of the students’ satisfaction toward atmosphere and environment
management in school, categorized by their behaviors, indicated that differences in the diligent
behaviors affected differences in their satisfaction toward the relations between the schools and

communities.
