ABSTRACT

This research is a descriptive piece aiming to: 1) study a frog farming process; 2) apply
the principles for sufficiency economy in the process; and 3) find out guidelines for developing
frog farming as an occupation based on principles for the sufficiency economy in order to maintain the
balance of nature, at Koh Kerd Sub-District, Bang Pa-In District, Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya
Province. The target group consisted of 20 frog farmers and 120 visitors paying their visit to the
frog farming project. The research instrument was a questionnaire combined with structured
interview. Statistical devices used were f-test, percentage and standard deviation. The results are
indicated as follows:

Regarding the stage of factors input, planning was available with study visits to other
farms. Frogs were raised in the floating baskets with one caretaker. The frog farming was performed
as a supplementary occupation. The formal investment and syntactic materials were employed.
The farming process was performed using selecting frog breeds. Cross-bred frogs aged 30-40
days were raised. The period of raising was 3 months. The frogs were fed in the morning. Water
was purged once a day. The process of raising was followed strictly. Marketing Information was
obtained from the government sectors and officers. Frogs were transported via land transportation.
Production results reveal that frog production was inadequate to export; as a result, there was no
frog transformation.

The principles for sufficiency economy were applied in the following activities: 1) Frogs
were raised mainly for the household consumption. When left over, they were sold within the
community; 2) Labors were from the households; 3) Farming was done near a water resource;
4) Herbs were mixed with food in feeding for the sake of immunity and investment; 5) Planning
was concerned with producing quality frogs and with adequate numbers of domestic and foreign
consumption. Learning had occurred during the farming process; and 6) The farmers adopted frog
farming with responsibility and honesty.

Guidelines for the development of frog farming based on the sufficiency economy
comprised two strategies: 1) Stabilization of the farmers’ families and their community; and 2)
Constructing locality to become the knowledge-based society by promoting knowledge and
developing frog farming as a tool to build up self-reliance according to the principles of sufficiency
economy; providing projects and supported activities in order to increase products and improve
the quality of Thai frogs. Farming should be implemented by selecting good breeds, managing

cleanliness of frog ponds, managing the water system, and checking the standard of the farms.
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
