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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the results of employing the viewpoints on
public relation of Baskin, Aronoff and Lattimor in Tharua Prachanukul Municipal School. The
viewpoints of public relation comprised 4 steps: 1) studying the problems and requirement; 2)
planning; 3) performing according to the plan; and 4) assessment. The viewpoints were put into
practice during June 1 to August 31, 2008. The samples were 300 subjects comprising 1 school
director, 8 teachers and 291 guardians. The instruments were a questionnaire and interviews.
The statistical analysis was employed in terms of the index of congruence, percentages, means
and t-test.

After employing the viewpoints of public relation in the school, the findings were
revealed as follows: 1) More People knew the school information; 2) The information was
received rapidly; 3) The information was received completely; and 4) The guardians were

satisfied with the school’s public relation.
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
