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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) construct development guidelines of competency of learning
management beneath the Philosophy of the Sufficiency Economy of schools under Suphanburi
Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, 2) study suitability of development guidelines of
competency of learning management beneath the Philosophy of the Sufficiency Economy, and
3) examine possibilities of development guidelines of competency of learning management beneath
the Philosophy of the Sufficiency Economy. The population consisted of 5 academic experts,
17 experts and 112 school administrators. The tool was a questionnaire. The data were analyzed by
median, Inter quartile Range, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The findings showed that the constructed development guidelines of competency of
leamning management beneath the Philosophy of the Sufficiency Economy of schools under Suphanburi
Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 were suitable, possible and consistent with the structure
and academic principle including 5 steps within 57 items. The first step was systematic lesson planning
including 11 items such as promotion of learning resource usage, materials found in the local for
lesson planning beneath the Philosophy of the Sufficiency Economy. The second step was learning
management designed for suitable learners including 11 items such as promoting teachers to improve
suitable styles, techniques and ways of teaching and learning management for all subjects. The third
step was the child center management including 13 items such as holding trainings and seminars
to exchange ideas among schools that had learning and teaching activities beneath the Philosophy
of the Sufficiency Economy, inviting guest speakers to give knowledge of child center management.
The forth step was various media, equipment and learning resource construction including 10 items
such as setting the policy informing that teachers should use media, equipment and resources both
in and outside schools to integrate the Philosophy of the Sufficiency Economy. And the fifth step was
learmning measurement and evaluation including 12 items like setting guidelines for teachers to
improve their competency of learning measurement and evaluation that related to the Philosophy of

the Sufficiency Economy by attending trainings, seminars and workshops.
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
