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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were as follows: 1) to study the conditions and problems
concerning the prisoners visit system in Angthong Prison; and 2) to provide approaches for the
development of the prisoners visiting system in Angthong Prison. The sample population
consisted of 14 officials involved in the system, 100 prisoners' relatives and 100 prisoners.
Questionnaires were used as the main research instrument. Statistical devices used in data
analysis were percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The findings revealed as follows:

1. The overall conditions of the system concerning the four aspects: personnel, budget,
equipment and management were at the moderate level. However, when each aspect was
considered, it was found that the condition of the two aspects: personnel and management were at
a high level.

2. The overall conditions of the system practiced in three stages: pre-visit, on-visit, and
after visit were at the moderate level. However, when each step was considered, it was found that
the on-visit stage ranked first.

The researcher proposed 3 strategies to develop the prisoners visit system, namely
1) effective visiting management; 2) improvement of services; and 3) improvement of quality and

efficiency of the operation.
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
