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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to 1) study personal factors and factors of choosing
tutor schools of learners, 2) study factors affecting decision making of choosing tutor schools,
3) compare factors used in decision making of choosing tutor schools by personal factors and
factors of choosing tutor schools of learners, 4) study possibilities of investment in tutor schools
in Amphur Samchuk, Suphanburi province. The sample group consisted of 384 learners and 2
owners of tutor schools in Amphur Samchuk, Suphanburi province. The instruments used to
collect the data were a questionnaire and interviewing form. Statistics analysis was performed by
frequency, percentage, mean standard deviation, t-test and F-test by determining statistical
significance at a level of .05, and payback period, net present value, internal rate of return, and
benefit cost ratio were used to analyze the cost of investment.

The finding revealed that most students are male aged over 18 years old, studying in
high schools/certificates. Their income is 1,000-2,000 bath per month and they choose to learn
mathematics. The learning objectives were to prepare for further studies in different levels of
schools and universities. The factors used in decision making are instructors and teaching
techniques. The learners expect to use the knowledge in their careers. As a whole, they have the
factors affecting their decision making at a high level for all aspects: teaching and learning
management, tuition expenses, and learning management, tuition expenses, places and location,
and facilities. The learners with different personal factors and factors of choosing tutor schools
have different levels of decision making. The investment in tutor schools is possible for
marketing, management and finance. The indicators of the investment cost consist of payback
period for 3 years 4 months and 19 days; net present value equal to 500,595 baht; rate of return
equal to 17.02 percent (that is higher than the rate charged 10 percent); and benefit cost ratio

equal to 1.20 times.
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
