ABSTRACT

The research objectives were to 1) study aspects of the school organizing of basic
educational institutions under Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Primary Educational Service Area 1 and
2 Offices, 2) study the averaged result of the second-round external quality assessment of basic
educational institutions under Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Primary Educational Service Area 1 and
2 Offices, and 3) analyze relationship between school organizing and results of the second- round
external quality assessment of basic educational institutions under Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya
Primary Educational Service Area 1 and 2 Offices. The sample group consisted of 186 schools.
The research instrument was a five — point rating scale questionnaire about six aspects of school
organizing: determining school aims, separating school works, assigning school works, delegating
authority, lining command chain and coordinating. Multiple regression analysis was employed
for statistical test at the significant level of .05.

The research findings were as follows :

1) All of the aspects of school organizing: determining school aims, separating school
works, assigning school works, coordinating, delegating authority and lining command chain were
at the high level.

2) The averaged results of the second-round external quality assessment of the sample
schools were at good level.

3) The six aspects of school organizing in combination were significantly related to the
assessment result that could be explained approximately 15 percent (R2 =.153). When each aspect
was considered, it was found that only determining school aims could be explained the assessment

result approximately 13 percent(r2 =.131).
