ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study: 1) recognition on importance of guidance,
2) the guidance management behaviors, and 3) the relationship between the recognition on
importance of guidance and the guidance management behaviors of the school administrators.
The sample group consisted of 196 school administrators under Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya
Primary Educational Service Area Offices 1 and 2. The research tool was a five-point rating
scaled questionnaire. The data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s
Correlation Coefficient.

The findings revealed that:

1. As a whole, the school administrators recognized the importance of guidance at
high levels.

2. The administrators’ guidance management behaviors revealed high levels as a
whole.

3. The recognition on importance of guidance related to the guidance management
behaviors of the school administrators at the statistically significant level of .05. When the school
administrators had much recognition on importance of guidance, they also had high guidance
management behaviors. The recognition on importance of guidance could describe variation of

the guidance management behaviors of the school administrators about 49 percent.
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
