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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to compare critical reading ability and attitude toward Thai Language
learning using an integration between Directed Reading & Higher Order Thinking and the Six
Thinking Hats. The sample group consisted of 30 students studying in the academic year 2009
in Watsopornjatygaram School and Sorndee School in Ladbualuang District Both schools were
under Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Service Area 2. The class was an intact group
with nearly the same grade point average. Drawn by lots, the group was divided into two
experimental groups. The first was taught by an integration between Directed Reading and
Higher Order Thinking, while the latter by Six Thinking Hats. The duration of the experiment
was 22 hours. The research instruments included lesson plans using an integration between
Directed Reading and Higher Order Thinking, lesson plans using Six Thinking Hats, a test on
critical reading ability, and a test on attitudes toward Thai Language learning. The research
design was quasi-experimental pretest-posttest with nonequivalent groups. Statistical analysis was
performed employing mean, standard deviation, and multivariate analysis of variance
(MANOVA) using critical reading ability and attitudes toward Thai Language learning before
the experiment as co-variables.

The results indicated as follows:

1. The critical reading ability of the group taught by an integration between
Directed Reading & Higher Order Thinking and that of the group by Six Thinking Hats was

not different with a statistically significant level of .01.



2. The students’ attitudes toward Thai Language learning of the group taught by
Directed Reading & Higher Order Thinking and that of the group by Six Thinking Hats was

not different with a statistically significant level of .01.
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
