ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to develop the local subject curriculum on Nakhonluang
Conservation for grade five students studying Social Studies, Religion and Culture Subject in
Nakhonluang School (Piboon Prasertwit) using the backward design.  The procedures of this
development were : 1) local need analysis ; 2) school curriculum analysis to add a new subject ;
3) backward design ; 4) curriculum and other necessary documents design as well as its quality
checking ; 5) try out and evaluation. The sample group regarding need analysis consisted of
school committee, 25 grade five and six students and their parents, 5 administrators and teachers,
and 6 experts to check the quality of the curriculum design. The sample group for an experiment
comprised 82 grade five students studying in the 2009 academic year. The research instruments
included a form for recording the selected contents, a form for analyzing a relevance between
curriculum elements and the content of Local Studies, a consistency checking form regarding the
subject content, a curriculum evaluation form, a checklist of consistency of the lesson plans, a
pretest and posttest , and an attitude test toward certain ancient places in Nakhonluang District.
Statistical analysis was performed in terms of mean, standard deviation, and t — test.

The result showed that the curriculum designed included course descriptions; studying
time; learning materials and sources; a guideline for learning activities, assessment and
evaluation. After trying out the students learning achievement was higher than before with a
statistically significant level of 0.01. Their learning achievement reached about 77.13 % which
was higher than the criteria set (70 %). Moreover, they had a positive attitude toward important

ancient places in Nakhonluang District.
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
