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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare curriculum development
procedures of schools according to the Basic Education Core Curriculum B.E. 2551 by
participatory school committee under Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Primary Education Service Area
Office 2 to conditions and elements of committee of basic schools. The sample group consisted
of 317 basic school committee. The instrument was a 5-rating scale questionnaire. The data were
analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and One-Way ANOVA.

The findings revealed that:

1. As a whole, the curriculum development procedures by participatory school
committee were at a moderate level. When each aspect was considered, it was found that the
implementation step was at a high level. Three steps were at moderate levels by ranking from the
highest to the lowest as follows: problem identification and general needs assessment, evaluation
and feedback, and educational Strategies.

2. The comparison results of curriculum development procedures by participatory
school committee divided by conditions such as genders, as a whole, were not different. The
comparison of ages, education backgrounds and work experiences, as a whole, was different. The
elements of basic school committee, as a whole, were different at the significant level of .05. The
average scores of school administrators in participating in curriculum development procedures

were higher than other groups of basic school committee.
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
