ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to compare working skills and creative thinking of Grade
Six students who studied Career and Technology Subject using project-based and 4 MAT approaches.
The sample group consisted of a group of 15 students studying in Grade Six of Charatwittayakarn
(Mittraparp 57) School and a group of 15 students studying in Grade Six of Watchaopaedsongtri
School. Both groups were impact ones. The first group was taught by project-based, while the second
by 4 MAT. The duration of the experiment was 20 hours. The research instruments included two sets
of lesson plans using project-based and 4 MAT approaches, working skills observation form, and a
test on creative thinking. The research design was pretest-posttest with nonequivalent groups. The
data was statistically analyzed by multivariate analysis of variance.

The research results revealed as follows :
1. Working skills of the students taught by project-based and those of the group by 4 MAT
approach were not different.

2. Creative thinking of the students taught by project-based and that of the group by 4 MAT

approach was not different.
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
