ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) study problems concerning people’s participation in implementing
the projects of Moo 13, Pakkran, Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya District, Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Province;
and 2) propose the guidelines for developing the people’s participationin implementing the projects. This
research is qualitative. The sample group consisted of 14 people comprising administrators, officers,
community leaders and villagers. The research instrument was a structured interview. The statistical
analysis was performed in terms of percentage and content analysis.

The findings revealed as follows:

1. The problems conceming the people’s participation in implementing the projects
revealed as the following: 1.1 Awareness: The people’s awareness in implementing the projects was at
low levels since the projects planned were not presently and contextually required by the people; 1.2
Brainstorming: The people’s brainstorming was at low levels because the projects had been previously
rearranged in the plans and later were implemented respectively according to the budget allocated; 1.3
Making decision: The people had no right in making decision both on selecting and changing the enlisted
projects; 1.4 Assessment: The people lacked knowledge in implementing the projects. Therefore, they
did not involve in following up and assessing the projects; and 1.5 Performance: The people did not
participate in performing in any steps of the projects.

2. The guidelines for developing the people’s participation in implementing the projects
comprised 4 strategies: 1) promoting a thorough dissemination of information to the people, 2) inciting
people on their roles, duties and rights of citizens in developing their own community, 3) appointing the
people to participate in activities and permitting them to select the required projects which were
appropriate for their local context, and 4) encouraging the people to participate in performing the projects

by putting them in the same plan with the problems happening in the village.
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
