ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) study the prisoners’ opinions concerning
factors affecting recidivism of narcotics litigation, and 2) search for guidelines for preventing
recidivism of narcotics litigation. The samples were 30 male prisoners who committed recidivism
of narcotics litigation twice. The tool was a semi-structured in-depth interview. The data were
analyzed using percentage and analysis techniques to summarize essential items from
interviewing.

The findings revealed that the factors affecting recidivism of narcotics litigation were
ranked respectively as follows: 1) the environmental factors showed that most prisoners lived in
slums and near industrial estates, and it was easy to find drugs. They associated with friends
addicted to drugs and created networks with friends in the prison. 2) The economic factors
showed that most prisoners were employees with low incomes that were not enough so they
needed money to support their family, and they thought they could make money easily by
trafficking drugs. 3) The law factors showed that recidivism of narcotics litigation caused from
weak punishment, corruption of officers. 4) The family factors showed that family members did
not understand each other, mothers loved others children more and they did not discuss
problems. The guidelines for preventing recidivism of narcotics litigation were: 1) the
environmental factors showed that community leaders should have campaigns against drugs,
publicize danger of drugs, provide patrolmen to protect drug trafficking. 2) The economic factors
showed that the government sectors should provide jobs after being released, and the prison
should have professional training and fund for investment. 3) The law factors showed that stricter
or more severe sentence for recidivism of narcotics litigation should be revised and the officials
must follow the laws and treat prisoners fairly, and 4) the family factors revealed that good and

warm relationship among family members could prevent drug addiction and solve problems.
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
