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ABSTRACT

This research aimed tol) study possibility of running foreign language schools in
Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya province, 2) examine factors and decision levels of choosing foreign
languages of learners in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya province, and 3) compare decision levels of
choosing foreign languages classified by personal factors of learners and factors of choosing
foreign languages. The samples were 384 learners and 2 entrepreneurs of foreign language
schools in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya province. The instruments were a questionnaire and an
interviewing form. The data were analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test and F-test by setting the significant level of .05. the worthiness such as payback period, net
present value, internal rate of return and rate of return was analyzed.

The results showed that : 1) The running of foreign language schools in Phranakhon Si
Ayutthaya province was possible for the investment. The payback period was 3 years, 4 months
and 8 days. The net present value including 10 percent discount rate was 490,595 baht, the
internal rate of return was 16.08 percent that was more than interest rate of loans of commercial
banks at 10 percent and the rate of return was 1.19. 2) The factors of choosing foreign languages
were to prepare for further studies in other schools or universities. The information used to make
a decision was teachers, expertise and qualifications of teachers, teaching materials and
techniques, and expectation of learners to improve their studies. The factors affecting decision
making of choosing foreign languages were location and facilities at a high level. As a whole, the
expenses were at a moderate level. And 3) The personal factors of learners affected the decision

making of choosing foreign languages at different levels.
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
