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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study state of academic administration, problems of academic
administration, and solution guidelines of academic administration in preparing to ASEAN
community of secondary schools in Angthong province. The research methodology was divided
into 4 steps: 1) studying state of academic administration including 14 school administrators as
the samples, the tool was the checklist, and the data was analyzed by percentage, 2) studying
problems of academic administration including 14 school administrators as the samples, the tool
was the structured interview, and the data were analyzed by the content analysis, 3) investigating
solution guidelines of academic administration including 10 academic experts as the samples, the
tool was the essay questionnaire, and the data were analyzed by the content analysis, and 4)
studying possibility of solution guidelines including 14 school administrators as the samples, the
tool was the five-rating scale questionnaire, and the data were analyzed by median and
Interquartile range .

The findings showed that: 1) Most schools prepared to ASEAN community by
integrating the ASEAN contents with various subjects, holding trainings for teachers to manage
their lesson plans including ASEAN contents, and exchanging educational guidance with other
schools and networks in ASEAN region at a low level. 2) The problems of academic
administration were the lack of budgets and insufficient materials, and ASEAN learning
resources. The schools did not have enough money to hire personnel who could speak ASEAN
languages to teach students. 3) The solution guidelines were that the schools administrators
should develop the teachers so that they can teach different ASEAN languages. The students can
use ASEAN languages in their daily lives such as greeting. The school administrators should
provide materials and ASEAN learning resources such as electronic materials, ASEAN center,
and ASEAN exhibition corner. The school administrators agreed that all solution guidelines were

possible.
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
