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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study: 1) the problems of ASEAN studies operations and 2)
guidelines for the solution to ASEAN studies operations of schools. The research methodology consisted of 2
stages. The first stage aimed to study the problems of ASEAN studies operations. The sample was 114 school
administrators under the supervision of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Primary Educational Service Area Office 2,
selected by the stratified random sampling. The research instrument used was a five-rating scale questionnaire
with a reliability at 0.99. The statistical tools used for data analysis were mean and standard deviation. The
other stage aimed to study guidelines for the solution to ASEAN studies operations of schools via interviews
with 5 experts, selected by purposive sampling. The research instrument employed was a semi-structured
interview. Content analysis was used to analyze the data.

The results indicated that 1) as a whole, the problems of ASEAN studies operations were found at a
high level. When individually considered, the most problematic aspect was school activity provision, while the
least problematic aspect was learning management. 2) Guidelines for the solution to ASEAN studies operations
of schools comprised 5 aspects covering a working list of 27 items. The first aspect was administration,
consisting of 6 items; for example, the school administrators held a meeting to consider appropriate ASEAN
studies projects and allocate a sufficient budget. The second aspect was learning management, consisting of 7
items; for instance, the school administrators encouraged teachers to further their knowledge and skills. The
third aspect was provision of school activities, comprising 5 items; for instance, the school administrators along
with teachers brainstormed ideas to create styles and guidelines on conducting activities, organize budgets and
supporting resources, as well as assign proper roles and responsibilities. The fourth aspect was provision of
relationship-enhancing activities, composed of 4 items; to illustrate, the school administrators worked in
collaboration with communities to provide a public library with the ASEAN studies corner, or create an
ASEAN board at the village public pavilion so that people could learn about the ASEAN community. The last
aspect was personnel management, composed of 5 items; for example, the school administrators encouraged
teachers to participate in ASEAN workshops and take on field trips to observe another school where the

ASEAN studies center is located or other organizations holding activities related to ASEAN.
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
