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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the state and problems of good governance school of
schools under the supervision of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 and 2) to
compare the state and problems of good governance school of the schools classified by school size, category, and
location. Selected by stratified random sampling, the sample comprised 114 school administrators under the
supervision of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. The research instrument
employed in this study was a five-rating scale questionnaire with a reliability to measure the state of good
governance school at 0.97 and a reliability to measure the problems of good governance school at 0.99. The
statistical tools used for data analysis were mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The results indicated that 1) overall, the state of good governance school of the schools was at a high
level. When separately considered, the highest mean score was found on the principle of Equity, whereas the
lowest one was found on the principle of Efficiency. With regard to the problems of good governance school in
general, they were at a low level. When individually considered, the highest mean score was found on the
principle of Efficiency, while the lowest one was found on the principle of Equity. 2) As a whole, there was a
difference in the state of good governance school between primary schools and opportunity expansion schools at
a statistically significant level of .05. However, there was no difference in such state between small and large
schools, as well as between schools located inside and outside municipal areas. In terms of the problems of good

governance school in general, there was no noteworthy difference between small and large schools, primary

schools and opportunity expansion ones, as well as schools located inside and outside municipal areas.
