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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study of participation of network party in continuing
curriculum administration according to the perception of the teachers; and 2) to compare participation of
network party in continuing curriculum administration according to the perception of the teachers of Angthong
provincial office of the non-formal and informal education classified by level of education, types of teachers
and working experience. The sample was selected from 100 teachers by stratified random sampling. The
research instrument used was a five-rating scale with the reliability at .96. The statistical tools used for data
analysis were mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way ANOV A and Scheffe' method.

The results indicate that: 1) the overall participation of network party in continuing curriculum
administration according to the perception of the teachers were found in a high level. The highest mean was
found in problem analysis and the cause of the problem, followed by benefits. The lowest level was found in
monitoring and evaluation; and 2) teachers differing in education had no differences in overall participation of
network party in continuing curriculum administration, and considering each side, results indicate there are 2
different aspects at the significant level of .05 which were problem analysis and the cause of the problem and
monitoring and evaluation while teachers differing in working experience had no differences in participation of
network party in continuing curriculum administration, and teachers differing in types had no differences in

overall participation of network party in continuing curriculum administration, and considering each side,

results indicate there are 1 different aspect at the significant level of .05 which was the cause of the problem.
