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ABSTRACT

The research aims to 1) study the community needs for participating in guidance operations, and 2)
suggest the guidelines for promoting community participation in guidance operations. The methodologies can be
divided into two processes. The first one is studying the community needs for participating in guidance operations.
A total of 3 0 3 samples were selected from community representatives of the Office of Ayutthaya Primary
Education Area 2. The research instruments were questionnaires with a confidence value equivalent to 0.96. The
statistics used for analyzing the data were mean and standard deviation. The second one is suggestion of the
guidelines for promoting community participation in guidance operations. The population was 161 directors of
schools under the Office of Ayutthaya Primary Education Area 2. The research instruments were questionnaires
with a confidence value equivalent to 0.9 8. The research instruments were questionnaires. The statistics used for
analyzing the data were mean and standard deviation.

The results of the study were as follows: 1) the community needs of participation in guidance operations
for schools were high with the highest one on the placement service and information service, and the lowest one on
counseling service, follow-up and evaluation services, and data collection service, and 2) the guidelines for
promoting community participation in guidance operations for schools were suitable and practical with 3.50
population mean above the average including 5 aspects 30 approaches. The first aspect was the 7 guidelines for
promoting participation in the data collection service according to community needs, for instance, schools
appointing the community representatives to arrange the meetings to create awareness of analyzing student
information; as well as assisting and supporting students, school directors and teachers, etc. The second aspect was
the 6 guidelines for promoting participation in the information service according to community needs, for instance,
schools providing platforms to exchange experiences for those involved in information service with the community
representatives, etc. The third aspect was the 5 guidelines for promoting participation in the counselling service
according to community needs, for instance, schools organizing the trainings to provide knowledge on helping and
developing children in the community to be able to decide on their own solutions, understand and be flexible to live
in the environment well, etc. The forth aspect was the 7 guidelines for promoting participation in the placement
service according to community needs, for instance, schools offering opportunities for the community representatives
to participate in meetings to determine the selection detail, raise funds from external funding sources, in order to
help underprivileged and excellent academic students, etc. The fifth aspect was the 5 guidelines for promoting
participation in the follow-up and evaluation service according to community needs, for instance, schools honoring
the community representatives who participated in guidance operations with schools and made benefits for

community resulted in the strength and development of the community suitable to the needs of the community.
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
