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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study conditions of moral school project operation; 2) to study
problems related to moral school project operation; and 3) to provide suggestions to the operation of moral school
project of basic education schools in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya province. The research methodology covered 2
stages. Stage 1 was conducted to study the conditions and problems relevant to moral school project. A sample
group consisted of 99 moral school administrators who were acquired by a stratified random sampling. The
research instrument employed in this study was a five-rating scale questionnaire with a reliability of 0.98.
Statistics employed at this research stage included mean and standard deviation. Stage 2 was conducted to suggest
the guidelines to develop the moral school project of basic education schools in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya
province. The main informants were 5 experts who were acquired by a purposive sampling. The research
instrument employed at this stage included semi-structured interviews. Content analysis was used to analyze the
data.

The results of the research were as follows: 1) the conditions of moral school project operation were
found at a high level. The highest practice was found in schools, followed by administrators, students, and
teachers, respectively; 2) problems of operating moral school project showed a low level. The highest score was
found in teachers, followed by students, administrators, and schools.; and 3) the guidelines to develop the moral
school project were found in 4 aspects: 3.1) in terms of school, it consisted of 4 practical activities: the meeting
of key personnel from school committee, school administrators, teachers, and students setting up an annual
work plan related to the development of the moral school project both in short and long terms; 3.2) in terms of
administrators, it consisted of 3 practical activities: monitoring, continuous follow up and report within the time
frame, and using the evaluation results to help develop the project in the following year; 3.3) in terms of
teachers, it consisted of 5 practical activities: designing learning activities related to morality through moral
project work or other activities assigned by the schools, and 3.4) in relation to students, it consisted of 5
practical activities: working together of teachers and students to exchange good behaviors and to suggest some
behaviors needed to be developed to inspire people to a good conduct.
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
