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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research are to: 1) study methods used for managing the temples located in
tourism areas: Wat Pananchoengworawiharn, Wat Yaichaimonglol and Wat Thakarong; 2) study critical success
factors for managing temples in tourism areas; and 3) determine guidelines for managing temples in tourism
areas. The instrument used for this qualitative research is an interview. The data are collected from the abbots
and the temple administration committees of the three temples. Content analysis is a research technique used for
data analysis.

The results are as follows: 1) The methods used for managing the temples located in tourism areas
cover 6 missions: administration, religious education, welfare education, religious propagation, public facilities
and public welfare. The emphasis on each mission has varied according to their different contextual conditions.
2) The critical success factors for managing temples in tourism areas are as follows: 2.1) the management
supported by the Sangkha administration; 2.2) the uniqueness of their tourist attractions; 2.3) the services and
facilities available for the tourists; and 2.4) IT used for the promotion of their activities. 3) The guidelines for
managing temples in tourism areas are as follows: 3.1) Signs and maps indicating major tourist attractions in the
temples should be made; 3.2) knowledge concerning Buddhism or arts and culture should be provided; and 3.3)
financial management rules and regulations should be determined in terms of a person in charge and clear

separated accounts, one for the temples and the other for the abbots.
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
